Progress report 

Notes from Book 2 group meeting: 4 April 2014

A. Book format
· To aim for something between a book and a booklet. Possibly ring-binder. Approx 50 pages including illustrations (photos). 

· Primary audience: youth workers. 

· To include a plurality of ‘voices’: each section ‘authored’ by individual contributors.

· To safeguard anonymity and confidentiality, contributors’ names not to be included. 
· Where possible/relevant, sections to include both description and analysis of the story-telling process. Ways of doing this could include:

· Using case material to illustrate both the story-telling and the interrogation phases/elements of the process

· Adding boxes of quotes from the process;

· Adding prompt questions at the end of each section to encourage readers to do their own analysis of the process; respond critically to the material; actually use the book.      

· Questions of format/style/’voice’ to be revisited when final drafts are agreed. 

· Comment to be sought on final drafts from an IDYW ‘insider’ and someone coming completely fresh to it. 

B. Book sections
· Where appropriate/possible:

· to include story-telling case material to illustrate process etc;  

· to top and/or tail sections with a youth work story/stories relevant to the section;
· to clarify the relationship between, and/or the interweaving of, the actual story-telling and the interrogation;   

· Draft material to be finalised:
· Story-telling as research 

· Workshop with young volunteers 

· Story-telling: Working with students in HE 

· Story-telling in a youth organisation 

· Story-telling with youth work participants 

· Youth work story-telling and its facilitation 

· First-time story-telling facilitation 
· Other areas (hopefully!) to be covered

· A facilitator’s critical log/reflection of their facilitation. 
· Story-telling as a part of project evaluation 

· Story-telling as part of team development 

· Story-telling as part of organisational development 

· Story-telling within non-youth work settings 

· Using drama as/within story-telling

· Use of story-telling in another country from young person’s and worker’s perspectives
C. Use of youth work stories
· To be supplementary, not central to the book – used (where appropriate) to support/illustrate/explain the story-telling/interrogation process in different settings/for different purposes.  
· Not normally to include stories as ‘stand alone’ material - therefore only exceptionally and for specific reasons to seek which not generated by a story-telling process in which section writers had been involved. 
· Possible sources of relevant stories to include:

· recent and future workshops

· teaching on qualifying courses

· practice supervision
· monitoring and evaluation 

· conferences and similar events 

· project evaluation 

· non-youth work settings 

· Not just seeking ‘success’ stories - should include where relevant struggles/failures. 

· Stories should look for opportunities to challenge workers’ assumptions on need always for stats, accredited outcomes, other ‘hard’ outcomes. 

· Stories should help raise key questions for explaining/affirming youth work such as ‘What is youth work?’; ‘Is this youth work?’.  

D. Funding
· Not to involve a publisher – but to have a hard copy version and access via the web

· Option 1: crowd-funding:

· Positive: a route to reaching out to people not involved with IDYW; ’the unconverted’.
· Queries: who/how to distribute; amount of work involved?

· Option 2: getting prior commitments to buy at a price to cover costs

· Positive: could involve less work for group.
· Query: limiting sales to known/declared supporters?

· To decide on which option to pursue when all the material is in and agreed.
